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Every year, people and 

communities around North

Part of 

the roof was ripped away, and the 

interior of the house — including  

her furniture — was destroyed.  

Her insurance company would  

not honor the estimate for the 

needed repairs.  

For months after the hurricane, 

Gladys slept on her friends’ 

couches, in her car, and eventually 

in a trailer in her front yard. As a 

widow, Gladys was thankful that her 

friends and neighbors watched out 

for her and tried their best to help. 

But she just didn’t have the funds to 

repair her home.  

When volunteers from World Renew 

Disaster Response Services (DRS) 

arrived to help, they began to 

restore Gladys’ home by cleaning 

up the interior and rebuilding the 

exterior walls. The DRS team also 

added insulation, prepared the 

interior walls for new drywall and 

electrical wiring, and put in the 

framing for a new kitchen.
